IRI Analysis


The student that I chose to work with when doing IRI activities is a student in the 12th grade. After performing the graded word list, it was determined that they were independent at the 11th grade level, but beginning to enter frustration towards the 12th grade level. Further assessments showed that the student was reading between an 11th and 12th grade level, and that perhaps frustrations would be at higher levels of difficulty. 


The student also felt very uncomfortable reading aloud, and the idea of having her voice recorded made her extremely uneasy. There was a sign that she was not necessarily confident in reading aloud, but she was fine with reading silently. When she made errors or had miscues in her reading, it seemed to frustrate her, which in turn affected her confidence, and distracted her from the content of the reading. The errors in her reading were correlating to her comprehension of the text. There were some errors on my part when asking questions, and those questions were omitted from the analysis. 

After reading an 11th and 12th grade text aloud and silently, it seemed that she was reading independently at an 11th grade level, and on the instructional level for 12th grade reading material. Many of her errors seemed to be cultural/environmental errors more so than actual errors with the text. In one of the texts, she was exposed to many unfamiliar words that had some cultural relevance. Perhaps introducing unfamiliar words or concepts would be helpful with her, before beginning readings. 


She also read at a fairly quick pace, but because of this she over looked many of her miscues and continued on with the reading without going back to make corrections. She also used tone and annunciation fairly well. She also had some difficulty using context to determine unfamiliar words, as was apparent when I asked her questions about unfamiliar words. Overall, the student performed well on her reading assessment, but it appears she has some confidence issues with reading aloud that are directly affecting her performance. Practicing more oral readings in front of an audience could be a possible solution.
