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Correlations AIDS in the Bronx
The AIDS epidemic contains many stigmas on who may have it such as the poor, the dumb, or the gays. In truth, the disease does not discriminate against sex, money, origin, or any other components society has come up with but may correlate (a relative ratio of normalized numbers in statistics having an absolute range between 0 and 1, with 1 being a perfect figure; also known as the slope) with many subjects. The examples addressed here are income, public assistance, foreign born residents, married, unmarried couples, sex preference and those with high school diploma or equivalent but without a college degree. The charted correlations are accompanied by charts and speculations to better analyze the statistics. 

The most extreme correlation of my findings is the rate of AIDS compared with the percentage of people on public assistance yielding a correlation of 0.930. Having observed these numbers, and actually having a similar background, I could speculate that those on public assistance tend to be depressed. Out of depression they may look for joy else where such as drug, crimes and illegal behavior, which may not be the best options. This correlation is also parallel to the correlation of people median income. The more money a zip code makes the lower the AIDS rate are. One can invert the information and speculate the less the median income is in a zip code, the higher the AIDS rate is in that zip code. Ultimately those on public assistance tend to have a lower income median, which correlates with higher AIDS rate.
Many speculate that the AIDS rate is high among unmarried homosexual male partners. According to my chart, the correlation 0.497 is quite moderate. This is because in the Bronx, AIDS contraction is more of an IDU (drug/ needle usage) transmission as opposed to a sexual preference transmission. My research of the Bronx breaks that stigma.

The AIDS rate of homosexual couples has a moderate correlation of 0.497.

I originally believed this number to be high, because the disease originated in the homosexual community in the 1980’s. I wasn’t surprised to find out how moderate this rate was in the Bronx, because the disease has infected out of its perceived limits.
The AIDS rate of unmarried couples also has a moderate correlation of 0.513. I speculated that this number would be more extreme. According to the data table there is a majority of married couples and a minority of unmarried couples. In addition, the rate of unmarried couples is independent to the rate single people- in which I speculated to be inclusive. Single people are hard to isolate because there are various inconsistent factors such as sharing a household, being away at school or even living in a shelter. In respect to these factors the isolated rate of unmarried couples are relatively low. I believe unmarried couples are categorized by an actual couple living together.
The AIDS rate among the foreign born population in the U.S. is speculated to be high. This stigma in the Bronx is broken with a correlation of 0.037. I believe that, since the foreign born population in the Bronx is so vast, the numbers of AIDS cases become relatively low. Because there is a larger crowd to survey, the correlation is more valid.
I speculated that the AIDS rate among people with a high school diploma or equivalent and have not gone to college would be high. I believed that this crowd would have more free time to have sex, commit crimes, and use drugs along with a lack of awareness of the disease. The actual chart shows a negative correlation of -0.531 breaking a common stigma. I believe this correlation is low because it is not one to one, but instead there are many factors such as High school and College drop outs that are all independent categorizes related to the same subject, hence flouting the numbers to this subject. 
In the end AIDS does not always correlate to stigmas such as homosexuality, a college degree, or money. It actually attacks those who least expect it because they may depend on stigma to protect them. Everyone must be careful. The disease AIDS do not discriminate on stigmas upon infection.
